The NZ Bill of Rights 1990 provides legislative protection for every citizen – 
· Democratic and Civil rights - to choose their own personal space to associate with whom they determine without pressure and duress; 
· Freedom of thought, conscience and religion. 
· Freedom of expression - including the freedom to seek, receive &  impart infor & opinions of any kind in any form; 
· Manifestation of religion and belief - Every person has the right to manifest that person's religion or belief in worship, observance, practice, or teaching, either individually or in community with others and either in public or in private;
· Freedom of peaceful assembly - Everyone has the right to freedom of peaceful assembly.
· Freedom of association - Everyone has the right to freedom of association;
· Freedom of movement - Everyone lawfully in NZ has the right to freedom of movement and residence in NZ;
· Freedom from discrimination - Everyone has the right to freedom from discrimination.
