Maori Sovereignty 

Sovereignty in Aotearoa was first established in 1835 with the signing of the Declaration of Independence, this declaration and the flag that accompanied it were given Royal accention thus opening up around 60 other trading countries world wide, it is still recognised under international law today as the geographical area commonly known as new zealand.

heres where it gets sticky though...., because from the time your birth is registered you are birthed into the Ross Depedency in Antarctica, it tells you this in the BDM legislation in the interpretation section, "New Zealand includes the Ross Dependency".

Now turn to Butterworths law dictionary and look for the word includes< you wont find it, what you will find in its place is the Maxim "Inclusio Unius est Exclusio alterius" which means="the inclusion of one is the exclusion of another", sooooo...if we look at the legilation through our new legalese goggles, we will see that the word "includes" can be substituted with the word "means", because the only other mentioned in the legislation (New Zealand) has been excluded.

this is because if we read legislation in english instead of legalese we will mis-interpret the words being used, e.g "includes" in english gives an expansive definition to a word, i.e this house "includes" that section.

in legalese how-ever "includes" actually restricts the definition a word as in the maxim above, which is why you will sometimes see "includes, without limitation" or "includes, but is not limited to"  in certain legal documents, here they are stating the english definition of the word and not the legalese.

what this means is that the geographical area commonly known as New Zealand is a sovereign nation still recognized under international law by Royal accention, but the population that live there are actually birthed into the Ross Dependency and NOT New Zealand.
